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Galatians 5:14   For the whole law can be summed up in this one command: "Love your neighbor as yourself." 

A.  Do the unexpected for someone.

Elements of a Deep Love (Mary)

1) An attitude of Gratitude.

John 12:2   A dinner was prepared in Jesus' honor. Martha served, and Lazarus sat at the table with him. 

2) A willingness to Sacrifice.

John 12:3  Then Mary took a twelve-ounce jar of expensive perfume made from essence of nard, and she anointed Jesus' feet with it and wiped his feet with her hair. And the house was filled with fragrance. 

2 Cor. 8:3-4   For I can testify that they gave not only what they could afford but far more. And they did it of their own free will. [4] They begged us again and again for the gracious privilege of sharing in the gift for the Christians in Jerusalem. 

B.  Do the Unaffordable.

John 12:4-5   But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples-the one who would betray him-said,  "That perfume was worth a small fortune. It should have been sold and the money given to the poor." 

Luke 19:26   "He said, 'That's what I mean: Risk your life and get more than you ever dreamed of. Play it safe and end up holding the bag. 

Evidence of a Fake Love 
John 12:6 (NLT)   Not that he cared for the poor-he was a thief who was in charge of the disciples' funds, and he often took some for his own use. 

C. Do it Now.

John 12:7-8   Jesus replied, "Leave her alone. She did it in preparation for my burial.  You will always have the poor among you, but I will not be here with you much longer." 

Hebrews 6:10-12   God is not unjust; he will not forget your work and the love you have shown him as you have helped his people and continue to help them. [11] We want each of you to show this same diligence to the very end, in order to make your hope sure. [12] We do not want you to become lazy, but to imitate those who through faith and patience inherit what has been promised.
