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Forgiveness should be offered....

Matthew 18:21-22    Then Peter came to him and asked, "Lord, how often should I forgive someone who sins against me? Seven times?"   "No!" Jesus replied, "seventy times seven!
.... for multiple offenses.

.... muliple times for the same offense.

.... proportionately to the impact of the offense.

Matthew 18:24, 27     In the process, one of his debtors was brought in who owed him millions of dollars…..   Then the king was filled with pity for him, and he released him and forgave his debt.  
....regardless of whether there is an apology.

Matthew 18:26    But the man fell down before the king and begged him, 'Oh, sir, be patient with me, and I will pay it all.' 
Matthew 5:25    Come to terms quickly with your enemy before it is too late and you are dragged into court, handed over to an officer, and thrown in jail. (NLT)

....to demonstrate forgiveness to others.

Matthew 18:31     "When some of the other servants saw this, they were very upset. They went to the king and told him what had happened. 
Matthew 18:6    But if anyone causes one of these little ones who trusts in me to lose faith, it would be better for that person to be thrown into the sea with a large millstone tied around the neck.
 ...because grudges are too heavy to carry.

Matthew 18:32-33    ….. I forgave you that tremendous debt because you pleaded with me.   Shouldn't you have mercy on your fellow servant, just as I had mercy on you?' 
Matthew 6:14-15   "If you forgive those who sin against you, your heavenly Father will forgive you. [15] But if you refuse to forgive others, your Father will not forgive your sins. 

....Because Jesus expects me to forgive.

Matthew 18:34-35 Then the angry king sent the man to prison until he had paid every penny. ] "That's what my heavenly Father will do to you if you refuse to forgive your brothers and sisters in your heart."
