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1 Samuel 8:6-9 (NLT)  Samuel was very upset with their request and went to the Lord for advice. [7] "Do as they say," the Lord replied, "for it is me they are rejecting, not you. They don't want me to be their king any longer. [8] Ever since I brought them from Egypt they have continually forsaken me and followed other gods. And now they are giving you the same treatment. [9] Do as they ask, but solemnly warn them about how a king will treat them."

Jeremiah 17:5-6 (NLT)  This is what the Lord says: "Cursed are those who put their trust in mere humans and turn their hearts away from the Lord. [6] They are like stunted shrubs in the desert, with no hope for the future. They will live in the barren wilderness, on the salty flats where no one lives.

Pulling it Together

Acts 5:29 (NLT)   But Peter and the apostles replied, "We must obey God rather than human authority. 

Jeremiah 17:7-8 (NLT)  "But blessed are those who trust in the Lord and have made the Lord their hope and confidence. [8] They are like trees planted along a riverbank, with roots that reach deep into the water. Such trees are not bothered by the heat or worried by long months of drought.
