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Mile Markers on the Road to Redemption

1) Challenge my own personal status quo. 
Joshua 2:4-6  Rahab, who had hidden the two men, replied, "The men were here earlier, but I didn't know where they were from. [5] They left the city at dusk, as the city gates were about to close, and I don't know where they went. If you hurry, you can probably catch up with them." [6] (But she had taken them up to the roof and hidden them beneath piles of flax.) 

2) Commit to God's sovereignty.  
Joshua 2:9-11   "I know the Lord has given you this land," …. "We are all afraid of you. Everyone is living in terror.  For we have heard how the Lord made a dry path for you through the Red Sea when you left Egypt. …..No wonder our hearts have melted in fear! No one has the courage to fight after hearing such things. For the Lord your God is the supreme God of the heavens above and the earth below. 

3) Take control of your situation. 
Joshua 2:12-15   Now swear to me by the Lord that you will be kind to me and my family since I have helped you. Give me some guarantee that when Jericho is conquered, you will let me live, along with my father and mother, my brothers and sisters, and all their families."   …Then, since Rahab's house was built into the city wall, she let them down by a rope through the window. 

4) Allow the change to re-define my life. 
Joshua 6:22-25  …. "Keep your promise. Go to the prostitute's house and bring her out, along with all her family."   The young men went in and brought out Rahab, her father, mother, brothers, and all the other relatives who were with her. They moved her whole family to a safe place near the camp of Israel….And she lives among the Israelites to this day. 

5) Lock in my new life through healthy relationships.  Matthew 1:5

Matthew 1:5  Salmon was the father of Boaz (his mother was Rahab).  Boaz was the father of Obed (his mother was Ruth).   Obed was the father of Jesse. 

James 2:24-26  So you see, we are made right with God by what we do, not by faith alone.  Rahab the prostitute is another example of this. She was made right with God by her actions—when she hid those messengers and sent them safely away by a different road.  Just as the body is dead without a spirit, so also faith is dead without good deeds.
