Lessons Learned:  True Disciples….

1) Understand leadership and followership, and live into it.

Matthew 20:25-28 ….. Whoever wants to be a leader among you must be your servant,  and whoever wants to be first must become your slave.  For even I, the Son of Man, came here not to be served but to serve others, and to give my life as a ransom for many."

2) Understand that they are part of something much bigger than themselves.

Philip. 3:8-9   Yes, everything else is worthless when compared with the priceless gain of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. I have discarded everything else, counting it all as garbage, so that I may have Christ [9] and become one with him. …. 

3) Are stable enough in their calling that they will work through circumstances 

Galatians 6:9-10   So don't get tired of doing what is good. Don't get discouraged and give up, for we will reap a harvest of blessing at the appropriate time. [10] Whenever we have the opportunity, we should do good to everyone….
4) Are always bringing someone else along with them.

Eccles. 4:9-10  Two people can accomplish more than twice as much as one; they get a better return for their labor.  If one person falls, the other can reach out and help. But people who are alone when they fall are in real trouble.
