Luke 24:17-24
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The Work Zone is a place of construction / repair / adjustment, characterized by heavy analysis.

Luke 24:19 (NLT)  …  "The things that have happened to Jesus, the man from Nazareth,"  they said.  "He was a prophet who did wonderful miracles.  He was a mighty teacher, highly regarded by both God and all the people.”
