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Proverbs 31:25-27 (NLT)   She is clothed with strength and dignity, and she laughs with no fear of the future. [26] When she speaks, her words are wise, and kindness is the rule when she gives instructions. [27] She carefully watches all that goes on in her household and does not have to bear the consequences of laziness. 

Matthew 5:14-16 (NLT)   You are the light of the world-like a city on a mountain, glowing in the night for all to see. [15] Don't hide your light under a basket! Instead, put it on a stand and let it shine for all. [16] In the same way, let your good deeds shine out for all to see, so that everyone will praise your heavenly Father.

Service Objectives

My Ministry - Service to others in the body of Christ.

My Mission - Service to those not yet in the body of Christ.

Spiritual Gifts - Unique commissioning made available to all believers, activated at the point of surrender to Christ. 
1 Cor. 12:4-7 (NLT)    Now there are different kinds of spiritual gifts, but it is the same Holy Spirit who is the source of them all. [5] There are different kinds of service in the church, but it is the same Lord we are serving. [6] There are different ways God works in our lives, but it is the same God who does the work through all of us. [7] A spiritual gift is given to each of us as a means of helping the entire church. 

Heart - Areas of passion and interest that move you relationally closer to God.

Matthew 22:37-39 (NLT)   Jesus replied, " 'You must love the Lord your God with all your heart, all your soul, and all your mind.' [38] This is the first and greatest commandment. [39] A second is equally important: 'Love your neighbor as yourself.' 

Your “heart” represents the center of the motivations, desires, and inclinations.  Your heart determines three main things:

Why you say the things you do

“The mouth speaks what the heart is full of.” Matthew 12:34

Why you feel the way you do

“If our heart does not condemn us, we have confidence before God.”  1 John 3:21

Why you do the things you do
“Guard your heart, for from it flows the springs of life.”  Proverbs 4:23

Abilities:  Strength - An activity in which you have the potential to consistently perform at a level of near perfection;  

Ephes. 2:10 (NLT)    For we are God's masterpiece. He has created us anew in Christ Jesus, so that we can do the good things he planned for us long ago.

Personality - The real you that projects to those closest to you.

Romans 12:2 (NLT)   Don't copy the behavior and customs of this world, but let God transform you into a new person by changing the way you think. Then you will know what God wants you to do, and you will know how good and pleasing and perfect his will really is.
