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Romans 14:19 (Msg)  So let's agree to use all our energy in getting along with each other. Help others with encouraging words; don't drag them down by finding fault. 

Authentic Team Players Value....

1) The best interests of others on the team.

Joshua 7:1 (NLT)   But Israel was unfaithful concerning the things set apart for the Lord. A man named Achan had stolen some of these things, so the Lord was very angry with the Israelites. Achan was the son of Carmi, of the family of Zimri, of the clan of Zerah, and of the tribe of Judah. 

2) The WORK of preparation.

Joshua 7:2 (NLT)   Joshua sent some of his men from Jericho to spy out the city of Ai, east of Bethel, near Beth-aven. 

3) The team's common cause.

Joshua 7:3 (NLT)      When they returned, they told Joshua, "It's a small town, and it won't take more than two or three thousand of us to destroy it. There's no need for all of us to go there." 

4) Understanding how decisions will affect others.

Joshua 7:11-12 (NLT)   Israel has sinned and broken my covenant! They have stolen the things that I commanded to be set apart for me. And they have not only stolen them; they have also lied about it and hidden the things among their belongings. [12] That is why the Israelites are running from their enemies in defeat….
Accountability - "Mutual responsibility among team members for thoughts, attitudes & actions;  requires openness and honesty among members.   Built on trust.
5) Confrontation over unproductive behaviors.

Joshua 7:19 (NLT)  Then Joshua said to Achan, "My son, give glory to the Lord, the God of Israel, by telling the truth. Make your confession and tell me what you have done. Don't hide it from me." 

6) Learning from the consequences of decisions.

Joshua 7:25 (NLT)   Then Joshua said to Achan, "Why have you brought trouble on us? The Lord will now bring trouble on you." And all the Israelites stoned Achan and his family and burned their bodies. 

Big Lesson:  My decisions and actions will always have an effect on others.
