1 Samuel 18 Motivation and Manipulation

Jealousy often leads to a state of bondage. v. 9, 15, 29

Jealousy will usually lead to covert / overt action against others, i.e. gossip, slander, etc. v. 10-11

Jealousy is almost always veiled in good intent. v. 17

Manipulators and Motivators

Manipulators will...

1) Interpret others' words in light of their own insecurities  v. 8-9

2) Make commitments with no intention of following through v. 17-19

3) Use those closest to them to negatively impact others v. 21-22

4) lace others in positions to fail to further their own purposes  v. 24-25

Motivators will....

1) Sacrifice their own privileges for the sake of what is right. v. 1-4

2) Remain focused on the tasks at hand in spite of the 'attacks' of others. v. 13-15

3) Go beyond standards of acceptance to standards of excellence. v.  26-27.
