Lessons from Saul

1) Desperation usually results from prior bad decisions. v. 7

2) Desperation usually leads to an erosion of moral standards. v. 11    1 

3) Desperation usually exposes us for who we really are.  v. 12

4) The more desperate a situation, the more likely Satan will become engaged  v. 13

The Key is to prevent Desperate Situations.

2 Tim. 3:14-17 (NIV)   But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have become convinced of, because you know those from whom you learned it, [15] and how from infancy you have known the holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. [16] All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, [17] so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work. 

Preventing Desperate Situations:

1) Establish a clear set of core values 
Values - Enduring and deeply held principles that guide thinking, emotions, attitudes and actions.

2) Commit to live them out

3) Don't allow circumstances to justify compromise of those values.
