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Galatians 6:2  Share each other's troubles and problems, and in this way obey the law of Christ. (NLT)

Artificiality Results From...
1) Over-emphasis on others' opinions. 

Acts 4:37-5:1 He (Barnabas) sold a field he owned and brought the money to the apostles for those in need. …... (NLT)

2)  Over-emphasis on personal convenience.

 Acts 5:2   He brought part of the money to the apostles, but he claimed it was the full amount. …... (NLT)

3) Isolation from other people.  

Acts 5:2   He brought part of the money to the apostles, but he claimed it was the full amount. His wife had agreed to this deception. (NLT)

4) Self-centered thought process.  

Acts 5:4  The property was yours to sell or not sell, as you wished. And after selling it, the money was yours to give away. How could you do a thing like this? You weren't lying to us but to God." (NLT)

Authenticity – A consistent life characterized by ....

a) doing what you say you will do, b) being the same person in every context of your life, and c) a clear set of Godly core values.

Authentic Relationships Reflect:

1) Assimilation with those around you. 

Acts 18:2-3   There he became acquainted with a Jew named Aquila, with his wife, Priscilla. …..Paul lived and worked with them, for they were tentmakers just as he was.  (NLT) 

Romans 12:16    Live in harmony with each other. Don't try to act important, but enjoy the company of ordinary people. And don't think you know it all! (NLT)

2) Ambition for others' personal growth.
Acts 18:26  When Priscilla and Aquila heard (Apollos) preaching boldly in the synagogue, they took him aside and explained the way of God more accurately. (NLT)

1 Cor. 10:24   Do not look out only for yourselves. Look out for the good of others also. (NCV)

3) Attitude of servanthood. 

Acts 18:28   (Apollos) refuted all the Jews with powerful arguments …. he explained to them, "The Messiah you are looking for is Jesus."  (NLT)

Romans 15:2-3 Let each of us please our neighbors for their good, to help them be stronger in faith. [3] Even Christ did not live to please himself. ….." (NCV)

4) Assurance of my position in God's family.  

Romans 16:3-4    Greet Priscilla and Aquila. They have …. risked their lives for me. I am not the only one who is thankful to them; so are all the Gentile churches. (NLT)

Romans 12:3    .... The only accurate way to understand ourselves is by what God is and by what he does for us, ….. (Msg)
