The Conceited Christian will usually want credit for what God does, 
Passing the Credit Test:

Humility is NOT...

....living life as a loner.

...using my weaknesses as excuses.

... Denying the talents God has given me.

Ephes. 2:10 (NLT)  For we are God's masterpiece. He has created us anew in Christ Jesus, so that we can do the good things he planned for us long ago.

1 Cor. 3:7-9 (NLT)  …. The one who plants and the one who waters work as a team with the same purpose. Yet they will be rewarded individually, according to their own hard work.  We work together as partners who belong to God. ….. 

Humility is....

1) Involving others in my everyday life. 

Luke 5:7 A shout for help brought their partners in the other boat, …. 

Ephes. 4:4, 6  You were all called to travel on the same road and in the same direction, so stay together, both outwardly and inwardly. .....  

2) Sharing the benefits of my work. 
Luke 5:7 ….. soon both boats were filled with fish and on the verge of sinking. 

Acts 4:32    The whole congregation of believers ….didn't even claim ownership of their own possessions…. They shared everything.
3) Maximizing time on my knees. 
Luke 5:8    When Simon Peter realized what had happened, he fell to his knees before Jesus …..." 
Ephes. 3:14  When I think of the wisdom and scope of God's plan, I fall to my knees and pray to the Father, 

4) Accepting my own weaknesses. 
Luke 5:8    ….. "Oh, Lord, please leave me-I'm too much of a sinner to be around you." 

2 Cor. 12:9-10   and then he told me, "My grace is enough; it's all you need.   My strength comes into its own in your weakness."  Once I heard that, I was glad to let it happen. I quit focusing on the handicap and began appreciating the gift. ….
5) Attributing my strengths to God's purpose for me. 
Luke 5:9   For he was awestruck by the size of their catch, as were the others with him. 

1 Tim. 1:12     I'm so grateful to Christ Jesus for making me adequate to do this work. He went out on a limb, you know, in trusting me with this ministry.
