The Country Club Christian' s image may get in the way of BIG thinking.
BIG Thinking .....

Matthew 25:14     "The kingdom of heaven is like a man who was going to another place for a visit. Before he left, he called for his servants and told them to take care of his things while he was gone. 

1) Acts in the right timing.

Matthew 25:16   The servant who received the five bags of gold began immediately….
2) Completes the right task.

Matthew 25:16   The servant who received the five bags of gold began immediately to invest the money ….
3) Uses the right technique.

Matthew 25:16   The servant who received the five bags of gold began immediately to invest the money and soon doubled it. 

4) Focuses on the right target.  

Matthew 25:20     The servant who was given five bags of gold brought five more bags to the master and said, 'Master, you trusted me to care for five bags of gold, so I used your five bags to earn five more.'

The margin between BIG thinking and little thinking is thin.  If just one of the four components are missing, the result can be serious.

The Cost of  ”little Thinking”:
Matthew 25:30    Now throw this useless servant into outer darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.'

Life Principle: Jesus is looking for those who are willing to see life the way Jesus sees it.
