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God had provided clarity to His people in many different ways:

1) Direct interaction with the people, i.e. Urim and Thummin

2) The Law / Ten Commandments

3) The Covenants (Abraham, Jacob, David, New, etc.)

4) The Tabernacle (His Dwelling Place)

5) The words and writings of the Prophets

6) etc.

Why do we choose convenience over clarity?

2 Kings 22:13 (NIV)   "Go and inquire of the Lord for me and for the people and for all Judah about what is written in this book that has been found. Great is the Lord's anger that burns against us because our fathers have not obeyed the words of this book; they have not acted in accordance with all that is written there concerning us." 
2 Kings 22:17 (NIV)   Because they have forsaken me and burned incense to other gods and provoked me to anger by all the idols their hands have made, my anger will burn against this place and will not be quenched.' 
a) Failure to establish a principled heritage.

b) The ease of choosing the 'path of least resistance'.

c) 'Giving in' to distractions from a singular focus.

Five CLEAR Character Choices 

( Consistency vs. Instability

2 Kings 22:2 (NIV)  He did what was right in the eyes of the Lord and walked in all the ways of his father David, not turning aside to the right or to the left. 
( Commitment vs. Compromise

2 Kings 22:19 (NIV)   Because your heart was responsive and you humbled yourself before the Lord when you heard what I have spoken against this place and its people, that they would become accursed and laid waste, and because you tore your robes and wept in my presence, I have heard you, declares the Lord. 

( Camaraderie vs. Isolation

2 Kings 23:1-2 (NIV)  Then the king called together all the elders of Judah and Jerusalem. [2] He went up to the temple of the Lord with the men of Judah, the people of Jerusalem, the priests and the prophets--all the people from the least to the greatest. He read in their hearing all the words of the Book of the Covenant, which had been found in the temple of the Lord. 

( Competency vs. Mediocrity

2 Kings 23:25 (NIV)  Neither before nor after Josiah was there a king like him who turned to the Lord as he did--with all his heart and with all his soul and with all his strength, in accordance with all the Law of Moses. 

( Courage vs. Concession

2 Kings 23:29 (NIV)  While Josiah was king, Pharaoh Neco king of Egypt went up to the Euphrates River to help the king of Assyria. King Josiah marched out to meet him in battle, but Neco faced him and killed him at Megiddo.
