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I.  Change / Transition Model 
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People often have no issue with The Change. 

The operative Transition question: Am I willing to pay the price to move to B?  

Four neutral zone reactions…

· Get on board.

· Push back and make a decision one way or another.

· Quit and Leave.

· Quit and Stay.

Living with Clarity allows me to.... 

Fully develop my influence.

2 Kings 24:12   Jehoiachin king of Judah, his mother, his attendants, his nobles and his officials all surrendered to him. In the eighth year of the reign of the king of Babylon, he took Jehoiachin prisoner. 

Philip. 2:14-15 …. You are to live clean, innocent lives as children of God in a dark world full of crooked and perverse people. Let your lives shine brightly before them. 

Develop my productive capacity (talents) .

2 Kings 24:14-15    He carried into exile all Jerusalem: all the officers and fighting men, and all the craftsmen and artisans--a total of ten thousand. Only the poorest people of the land were left….. 

1 Thes. 4:11-12  This should be your ambition: to live a quiet life, minding your own business and working with your hands, just as we commanded you before. [12] As a result, people who are not Christians will respect the way you live, and you will not need to depend on others to meet your financial needs.

Properly invest my time and opportunities.

2 Kings 25:1-2 …. Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon marched against Jerusalem with his whole army. ….The city was kept under siege until the eleventh year of King Zedekiah. 

Col. 4:5-6 (NLT)  Live wisely among those who are not Christians, and make the most of every opportunity. [6] Let your conversation be gracious and effective so that you will have the right answer for everyone.

Live with a sense of spiritual significance.

2 Kings 25:13-14   The Babylonians broke up the bronze pillars, the movable stands and the bronze Sea that were at the temple of the Lord and they carried the bronze to Babylon. [14] They also took away the pots, shovels, wick trimmers, dishes and all the bronze articles used in the temple service. 

1 Tim. 6:11-12   …. pursue righteousness, godliness, faith, love, endurance and gentleness. [12] Fight the good fight of the faith. Take hold of the eternal life to which you were called when you made your good confession in the presence of many witnesses. 

Build a lasting heritage.

2 Kings 25:21  There at Riblah, in the land of Hamath, the king had them executed.  So Judah went into captivity, away from her land. 

Psalm 37:18  The Lord knows the days of the blameless,  and their heritage will abide forever; 
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Neutral Zone – The absence of clarity between the old & the new.
