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John 1:10-14:  10He was in the world, and though the world was made through him, the world did not recognize him. 11He came to that which was his own, but his own did not receive him. 12Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God— 13children born not of natural descent,[c] nor of human decision or a husband's will, but born of God.  14 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the One and Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth. 
v. 10 Main Idea:  Relationship with God had given way to religious ritual; Generations had ignored Jehovah God.
v. 11 Main Idea: The ones who were of the highest order of His creation blatantly rejected Him. 
v. 12  Main Idea:  This is true ‘involvement with God’ - adoption, an active faith that goes beyond words into attitudes and deeds.
Romans 8:14-17 (KJV) 14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.  15 For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father. 
16 The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God: 
17 And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together. 
v. 13  Main Idea:  As physical birth comes about in a rational way, by a decision by a couple to conceive, this birth would be initiated by God the Son and the Creator.  

 

John 1:14 (NIV) 14 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the One and Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth. 
 

v. 14 Main Ideas:  

1) John brings back the Word reference to complete the circle.

a) The origin of Christ dates to eternity past. 

b) Jesus is the ONE God and the ONE WAY to God.

 


2) Jesus 'Made His dwelling among us' - He 'tented' among us.  This demonstrates 
a) the intimacy of the visitation, and 
b) the temporary nature of the incarnation.

 

3) The Glory of the One and Only - He was birthed from alongside the Father. 
 

4) Full of grace and truth - This TRUTH is the real reality.
