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John 1:14 (NIV)  14 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the One and Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth. 
 

v. 14 Main Ideas:  

1) John brings back the Word reference to complete the circle.  He works hard to:

a) get across the message of the origin of Christ, and 

b) designate the special nature of Jesus, as the ONE God and the ONE WAY to God.

 

2) He 'tented' among us.  This demonstrates a) the intimacy of the visitation, and b) the temporary nature of the incarnation.


3) He was birthed from alongside the Father
 

4) No matter what we think, feel, know, etc. the real reality is                              a spiritual reality ( This causes us to change the way we think about reality!
 

This grace has to do with a character of giving - generosity.  Jesus gives with the expectation of nothing in return, but with the hope that others will follow Him.

John 1:15 (NIV)  John testifies concerning him. He cries out, saying, "This was he of whom I said, 'He who comes after me has surpassed me because he was before me.'" 

John 1:32-34 (NIV) 32 Then John gave this testimony: "I saw the Spirit come down from heaven as a dove and remain on him. 
33 I would not have known him, except that the one who sent me to baptize with water told me, 'The man on whom you see the Spirit come down and remain is he who will baptize with the Holy Spirit.' 
34 I have seen and I testify that this is the Son of God." 

Baptize – to immerse.
John 1:16 (NIV) 16 From the fullness of his grace we have all received one blessing after another. 

The frequency of these blessings are likened to the constancy of incoming waves on to the shore.  it is continual - never ending!  
Grace – Giving something of value with no expectation of anything in return.
 

John 1:17 (NIV) 17 For the law was given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. 

v. 17 Main Ideas

1) Here John ties in Jesus with the O.T.  Jesus ministry was not a separate piece, but a part of the overall plan that God had in mind for the world.  
2) While the law had been good over all, it helped to create a culture of rigorous religiosity,  that would ultimately nearly block the message of the Christ.

 

John 1:18 (NIV) 8 No one has ever seen God, but God the One and Only, who is at the Father's side, has made him known. 

Jesus was, in fact, the 'exegete' of God the Father.

 

Theophany – Pre-incarnate appearance of Jesus.

The Immersed Life regularly….

…. extends favor with no return expectations.

…. expresses Jesus on a consistent basis.
