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John 4:6-7 (NLT) .....Jesus, tired from the long walk, sat wearily beside the well about noontime. [7] Soon a Samaritan woman came to draw water, and Jesus said to her, "Please give me a drink." 

Jesus' Relational Touch:
1) He is interested in the individual.

John 4:7-8 (NIV) 7 When a Samaritan woman came to draw water, Jesus said to her, "Will you give me a drink?" 8 (His disciples had gone into the town to buy food.) 
2) He ignores barriers that separate me from others.

John 4:9 (NIV) 9 The Samaritan woman said to him, "You are a Jew and I am a Samaritan woman. How can you ask me for a drink?" (For Jews do not associate with Samaritans.) 
3) He gives a unique message that I can relate to.

John 4:10 (NIV) 10 Jesus answered her, "If you knew the gift of God and who it is that asks you for a drink, you would have asked him and he would have given you living water." 
4) He creates a holy discontent in me by....

a) communicating my greatest need, and

John 4:13-14 (NIV) 13 Jesus answered, "Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again, 14 but whoever drinks the water I give him will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give him will become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal life." 
b) creating in me a desire for something more.

John 4:15 (NIV) 15 The woman said to him, "Sir, give me this water so that I won't get thirsty and have to keep coming here to draw water." 
The tension of the holy discontent:

a) What has been, vs.

John 4:16-18 (NIV) 16 He told her, "Go, call your husband and come back." 17 "I have no husband," she replied. Jesus said to her, "You are right when you say you have no husband. 18 The fact is, you have had five husbands, and the man you now have is not your husband. What you have just said is quite true." 
b) What can be.

John 4:23-24 (NIV) 23 Yet a time is coming and has now come when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for they are the kind of worshipers the Father seeks. 24 God is spirit, and his worshipers must worship in spirit and in truth." 
Figuring out "What has been"....

   Can be confusing and frightening.

   Takes time and effort.

    Requires persistence and determination.

Make sure you include both things that are positive AND negative. 

2) How has faith or a lack of faith shaped each of those facts.
