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The greatest threat to purity is sexual lust.

2 Tim. 2:22 (NLT)   Run from anything that stimulates youthful lust. Follow anything that makes you want to do right. Pursue faith and love and peace, and enjoy the companionship of those who call on the Lord with pure hearts. 

The Truth About Sex....

1 Cor. 7:1 (Msg)  Now, getting down to the questions you asked in your letter to me. First, Is it a good thing to have sexual relations? 

1) Sex is designed for Biblical marriage only.

1 Cor. 7:2 (Msg)   Certainly-but only within a certain context. It's good for a man to have a wife, and for a woman to have a husband. Sexual drives are strong, but marriage is strong enough to contain them and provide for a balanced and fulfilling sexual life in a world of sexual disorder. 

2) Sex is essential for a healthy marriage.

1 Cor. 7:3 (Msg)  The marriage bed must be a place of mutuality-the husband seeking to satisfy his wife, the wife seeking to satisfy her husband. 

Bad marriages affect everybody.

3) Sex is designed as an unselfish act of mutuality.  

1 Cor. 7:4 (Msg)   Marriage is not a place to "stand up for your rights." Marriage is a decision to serve the other, whether in bed or out. 

Out of Bounds:

1 Thes. 4:3-4 (NLT)  God wants you to be holy, so you should keep clear of all sexual sin. [4] Then each of you will control your body and live in holiness and honor- 

Adultery - Any extra-marital sexual activity in which at least one of the participants is married.
Fornication- Any sexual activity in which neither of the participants is married – in a Biblical relationship.

of a ....

1) Physical nature

1 Cor. 6:18-20 (NLT)  Run away from sexual sin! No other sin so clearly affects the body as this one does. For sexual immorality is a sin against your own body. [19] Or don't you know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit, who lives in you and was given to you by God? You do not belong to yourself, [20] for God bought you with a high price. So you must honor God with your body.

2) Cognitive nature

Mark 7:21 (NLT)  For from within, out of a person's heart, come evil thoughts, sexual immorality, theft, murder, 

3) Emotional nature

Matthew 5:28 (NLT)   But I say, anyone who even looks at a woman with lust in his eye has already committed adultery with her in his heart.

Hebrews 13:4 (NLT)  Give honor to marriage, and remain faithful to one another in marriage. God will surely judge people who are immoral and those who commit adultery.
