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 John 5:16-17 (NIV) 16 So, because Jesus was doing these things on the Sabbath, the Jews persecuted him. 17 Jesus said to them, "My Father is always at his work to this very day, and I, too, am working." 
 

John 5:18 (NIV) 18 For this reason the Jews tried all the harder to kill him; not only was he breaking the Sabbath, but he was even calling God his own Father, making himself equal with God. 
 

John 5:19-20 (NIV) 19 Jesus gave them this answer: "I tell you the truth, the Son can do nothing by himself; he can do only what he sees his Father doing, because whatever the Father does the Son also does. 20 For the Father loves the Son and shows him all he does. Yes, to your amazement he will show him even greater things than these. 

 

Themes Around the Oneness of God and Jesus
 

1) This Oneness is the Source of life.
John 5:21 (NIV) 21 For just as the Father raises the dead and gives them life, even so the Son gives life to whom he is pleased to give it. 
Working productively with other Christ-followers models this Oneness example. 
2) The delegation of the responsibility of judgment to the Son
John 5:22 (NIV) 22 Moreover, the Father judges no one, but has entrusted all judgment to the Son, 
John 5:30 (NIV) 30 By myself I can do nothing; I judge only as I hear, and my judgment is just, for I seek not to please myself but him who sent me. 
I am accountable to standards of perfect justice, and to the perfect Judge, both now..... 
John 5:27 (NIV) 27 And he has given him authority to judge because he is the Son of Man. 

...and in the future...
John 5:28-29 (NIV) 28 "Do not be amazed at this, for a time is coming when all who are in their graves will hear his voice 29 and come out--those who have done good will rise to live, and those who have done evil will rise to be condemned. 
Daniel 12:1-2 (NIV) 1 "At that time Michael, the great prince who protects your people, will arise. There will be a time of distress such as has not happened from the beginning of nations until then. But at that time your people--everyone whose name is found written in the book--will be delivered. 2 Multitudes who sleep in the dust of the earth will awake: some to everlasting life, others to shame and everlasting contempt. 

Revelation 20:11-15 (NIV) 11 Then I saw a great white throne and him who was seated on it. Earth and sky fled from his presence, and there was no place for them. 12 And I saw the dead, great and small, standing before the throne, and books were opened. Another book was opened, which is the book of life. The dead were judged according to what they had done as recorded in the books. 13 The sea gave up the dead that were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead that were in them, and each person was judged according to what he had done. 14 Then death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. The lake of fire is the second death. 15 If anyone's name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire. 
 

3) The Equality of honor due the Father and the Son.
John 5:23 (NIV) 23 that all may honor the Son just as they honor the Father. He who does not honor the Son does not honor the Father, who sent him. 
My response to the greatness of God is my response to the greatness of Jesus.
