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How do I Overcome the Obstacles to Faith?

1) An understanding of my place in relation to God’s place.

Matthew 14:28  Then Peter called to Him, “Lord, if it’s really you, tell me to come to you by walking on water.”  (NLT)

James 4:6  He gives us more and more strength to stand against such evil desires.  As the Scriptures say,  “ God sets Himself against the proud, but shows favor to the humble.” (NLT)

2) An enthusiastic outlook on life.
Matthew 14:29  “All right, come,”  Jesus said.  So Peter went over the side of the boat and walked on the water toward Jesus. (NLT)

Romans12:11  Never be lazy in your work, but serve the Lord enthusiastically.  (NLT)
3) Practicing focus until it becomes second nature., 
Matthew 14:30  But when he looked around at the high waves, he was terrified and began to sink.   “Save my, Lord!,”  he shouted.(NLT)

1Cor. 15:58  With all this going for us, my dear, dear friends, stand your ground.  And don’t hold back.  Throw yourselves into the work of the Master, confident that nothing you do for Him is a waste of time or effort. (Msg)

4) Grab hold of a consistent well-grounded belief set and don’t waver.
Matthew 14:31-32  Instantly Jesus reached out His hand and grabbed him.  “You don’t have much faith,”  Jesus said.  “Why did you doubt  Me?”  And when they climbed back into the boat, the wind stopped. (NLT)
5) Practice faith into a strong state of devotion.
Matthew 14:33  Then the disciples worshiped Him.  “You really are the Son of God!”  they exclaimed.(NLT) 

1John 2:5  But is someone obeys God’s teaching, then in that person God’s love has truly reached it’s goal.  This is the only way to be sure we’re in God.(NLT/Msg)
