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A biblical definition for faith:  To trust and obey God
What God can do for you if you have faith in Him?

How can I have a bigger faith?

1 Peter 1:6-7 (NLT), So be truly glad. There is wonderful joy ahead, even though you have to endure many trials for a little while. These trials will show that your faith is genuine. It is being tested as fire tests and purifies gold—though your faith is far more precious than mere gold. So when your faith remains strong through many trials, it will bring you much praise and glory and honor on the day when Jesus Christ is revealed to the whole world
Trial #1:  How Will I Handle Stress?

Psalm 50:15 (LB), I want you to trust Me in your times of trouble, so I can rescue you and you can give Me glory.

Jer. 2:13 (NCV), My people have done two evils: They have turned away from me, the spring of living water.  And they’ve dug their own wells, which are broken wells that cannot hold water.
Trial #2:  How Will I Handle Disappointment?

You get disappointed by people when you expect them to meet a need in your life that only God Himself can meet.  

Isaiah 49:23b (NCV), Anyone who trusts in Me will not be disappointed.  

Trial #3:  How Will I Keep My Commitments?

Eccl. 5:4 (LB), If you make a promise to God, don’t be slow to keep it.  God is not happy with fools, so give God what you promised.

Eccl. 8:5 (LB), The wise man will find a time and a way to do what he says.

Trial #4:  What Will Be First In My Life?

Matt. 6:33 (NLT), Your heavenly Father already knows all your needs, and He will give you all you need from day to day if you live for Him and make the Kingdom of God your primary concern.
How Can I Know What Is First Place In My Life?

The way you spend your time and the way you spend your money and what you think about most often is what’s really top in your life.

I don’t think I’m going to make it!  I don’t know what to do!
Isaiah 30:15 (NCV), This is what God says:  ‘If you come back to Me and trust Me, you will be saved… and you will be strong.
James 1:12 (NLT), God blesses those who patiently endure testing and temptation. Afterward they will receive the crown of life that God has promised to those who love him.
