    But almost 60% have never told their parents about the incident.
•For kids ages 15-17 who use the Internet, 70% have viewed pornography online,  
   23% “very” or “somewhat” often!
• One third of kids ages 10-17 were exposed to unwanted sexual material & more than three 
    quarters of unwanted exposure to pornography (79%) happened at home!
